Commencement: This Regulation was
adopted by Japan Cycling Federation
(JCF) Track Subcommittee on May 9
2022. It shall come into force on May 10™
2022 and will apply until 31 March 2025.

Status: This Regulation overrides all
prior correspondence, discussions, and
representations (whether written or oral)
regarding selection to any Track National
Team.

Amendment: This Regulation may be
amended at any time by Japan JCF.
Amendments, or an updated copy of this
Regulation, will be published on the JCF
website or otherwise made available by
JCF.

Further amendments may be needed due
to the current circumstances where
Covid-19 and measures to control it by
Governments, sport’s governing bodies
and/or JCF may affect events and
assessment opportunities and/or athletes’
participation in them.
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1.4 Language: In case of any inconsistency

between the English version and the
Japanese version, the Japanese version
shall prevail.

2. SCOPE & OVERALL PURPOSE

2.1 Scope: This Regulation sets out the

selection procedure and criteria for JCF
Track National Teams during the period
from May 10™ 2022 to March 31 2025.

2.2 Overall Purpose: The overall purpose is to

select riders for JCF National Team to:

Maximise the medal winning
opportunities at the 2024 Olympic Games
in Priority Events;

Provide riders with opportunities for
competition at national and international
level to continue their development and
preparation for, and to assist in achieving
as many medals as possible at the 2024
Olympic Games;

Provide riders with opportunities for
competition at international level where
the results and performances may assist
JCF in deciding the riders to be
nominated and selected to the 2024
Olympic Games Teams;

Maximise the medal winning
opportunities at World Championships
particularly in Priority Events;

Maximise UCI points in order to qualify
for Nations Cups, World Championships
and Olympic Games particularly in
priority events;

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Selection will be made by the Track
subcommittee from among the athletes
based on the recommendations of the
national coach.

Selection Date: In principle, the names of
riders selected to the Team will be
announced no later than 2 weeks prior to
the Event.

The composition of any Team will be in

accordance with the rules of the
applicable International Track
Competition.

The Track Subcommittee may elect to
take fewer than the maximum number of
permitted riders for each Event.

The number of reserve places offered will
be at the discretion of the national coach.
Reserves may not necessarily be
identified for every event and will be
selected using the same criteria listed
below.

Selection to the team does not guarantee
any rider a start in any event; instead this
will be assessed throughout the course of
the pre-event training camp considering
an athletes’ form and commitment to the
team and training, and the Track
Subcommittee will decide on the rider
and starting event.

6. ELEGIBILITY

Riders who are members of the JCF Track
High Performance Programs (Podium,
Academy or Junior National Team
Member).

Satisfy any eligibility criteria imposed by
the UCI.
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6.3 Attend any training sessions, training
camps, trials and other events as required
by the National Coach.

6.4 Follow training prescription from the
National Coach.

6.5 Provide the National Coach and
performance staff with all reasonable
requests for data.

6.6 Not be under investigation for any breach
or anti-doping rule violation of any part of
the Sports Anti-Doping Rules, the UCI
Anti-Doping Regulations, or the WADA
Code.

6.7 Agree and comply with any JCF Covid
guidelines and recommendations, which
for all selected riders including reserves,
might include the requirement to undergo
a COVID 19 Test.

6.8 Failure to meet the above eligibility
considerations can result in a rider being
replaced before the event.

7. SELECTION CRITERIA

When making its decision, the Track
Subcommittee will consider the following
factors:

7.1. result(s) and performance(s) of the rider at

the World Championships and Nation’s
Cups, with priority given to results and
performances in the 12-month period prior
to the applicable Selection Date;

7.2. result(s) and performance(s) of the rider at

UCI Class 1 events, with priority given to
results and performances in the 12-month
period prior to the applicable Selection
Date;
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result(s) and performance(s) of the rider at
the Japan Track National Championships
prior to the applicable Selection Date;

demonstrated and objective training data
such as time, recorded using JCF owned
and operated monitoring tools; e.g. SRM:

demonstrated ability of the rider to
contribute towards Paris 2024 qualification
or long-term development towards Los
Angeles 2028:

the views of the National Coach about the
riders regarding their ability to prepare for,
and perform in future competition
including Priority Events;

the rider’s UCI ranking.

the overall composition of the Team for the
International ~ Competition and the
allocation of riders to compete in Events;

the technical, physical and mental skills of
the rider which are relevant to the nature of
the event, the course and the environment

of  the applicable International
Competition;
the rider’s attendance, attitude, and

conduct at past competitions, training
sessions, training camps, trials and other
events;

any other  information Track
Subcommittee considers is relevant such as
athlete injuries, infectious diseases and
similar cases.
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8. EXTENUATING

CIRCUMSTANCES, INJURY AND
ILLNESS

8.1. If a rider is injured or gets seriously ill

after selection, and has a possibility of
performance decrease, the national coach
has the right to request a change of rider
to the Track Subcommittee after
consultation with the official national
team doctor and with a written doctor’s
report.

8.2. National coach has the right to change

riders during competition if he thinks it is
necessary to earn a medal. The decision
must be reported to the Track
Subcommittee afterwards.

8.3. If arider tests positive for COVID 19 after

selection, and has a possibility of
performance decrease, the national coach
has the right to request a change of rider
to the Track Subcommittee after
consultation with the official national
team doctor and with a written doctor’s
report.
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
