riders for the Event.

5.6 The number of reserve places offered
will be at the discretion of the national
coach. Reserves may not necessarily be
identified for every event and will be
selected using the same criteria listed
below.

5.7 Selection to the team does not guarantee
any rider a start in any event; instead this
will be assessed throughout the course of
the pre-event training camp considering
an athletes’ form and commitment to the
team and training.
